Tracy Harvey pulled off another great year and many thanks go to her and her team of 

teachers and staff.  Friday culminated the event with Ice Cones, Hot Dogs, and a jumpy 

gym for the kids to play in. 

We are looking now at what we will be doing next year if you have any ideas please let us know. 

Rev Mike will be leading two Bible Studies starting in Sept.  The First is an Exegetical study of 

the Gospel of John. This is one of the favorite books of the Bible but it has more to tell us than just the 

Story of Jesus. Come find out what a true disciple should know and how they should act.   

The second Bible study will be a Sisters Bible study of some of the passages of Proverbs. This for women only study will again 

be in the Morning and will be taught out of the books purchased. 

That is a word you probably thought you would ever see in a church newsletter. 

Rev Mike because it was asked for by several parents, and was approved to give by the admin board will be doing a 

two day (one evening and one Saturday) study of Sexual Education in November.  He is trying to work it around the 

High School Football, Basketball season and Nov 13, 14 seems to be the best possibility, unless we go to the play-

offs. 

He will be teaching from a book called Love, Sex and God and will cover all subject matters this will entail.  This is 

not just and abstinence program, nor is it a Anything Goes approach, but he will be using resources such as the County Health who 

will relate information about Contraception and Sexually Transmitted Diseases and various recorded presentations as needed.  He 

will cover such things as What the Bible says about Sex and Sexuality, Difficult Situations, and specific information about sexual 

matters. 

This will be opened to all youth 13ð18 in the area and in Hazen also.  Parents are encouraged to bring their youth and may sit 

in on some specific areas of the training. Rev Mike is talking with the other churches in town to insure the best possible coverage and 

attendance. 

If you know of Youth 13 ï18 who might benefit from this training talk with their parents, grandparents, guardians and caregiv-

ers to help them give these youth the information they need to make an informed decision that will be and is facing them NOW. 

Rev Mike is also getting together some Parenting 101 training these will be for all parents and cover areas of basic knowledge, 

communication with Children and Youth and Discipline with Children and youth. Each is four week course that will be held in the 

evenings this fall.
