The biggest thing that has happened is that the 

city discovered after two and a half years they 

installed a gas meter on the Christian Life Center.  

We were presented a Gas bill for about $6,000. 

The city agreed to take $2,000 up front and let the 

church pay it off over time.  So far three big 

contributions have been made to this and the bill is 

now down to $ 3,000.  If you would like to 

contribute make your check with Gas on the notes 

section. 

Vacation Bible school was held in July over 

a 4 day period. We had about 25 kids enrolled each 

day and they had a marvelous time.  Special thanks 

goes out to Tracy Harvey and her entire team of 

helpers. 

Rev Mike sent out a survey to see what might 

be your interests in the last newsletter. Three total 

sheets were returned so we will be doing what you 

asked to do this year. . .  

The youth went on a trip to Florida to a 

Christian music gathering and had a good time. 

We have once again started collecting school 

supplies to give out at the school appreciation 

lunch which will be held on Aug 16 at noon.

good computers, come by and learn to use them. 

Rev Mike in a sermon delivered in late June, challenged the church to fund a well in 

the Congo. He has it figured that we can do this in a year if each worshiper 

contribute to this project, over and above their normal tithe. He has set the example by 

contributing for himself and his wife already for their entire shares for this year, over 

and above their 10% tithe to the church. 

If you would like to contribute, and please do, he says it will  only be $ 2.36 a week out of your pocket. 

If you want to make that a monthly payment, that is $ 12 a month or if you want to contribute for the 

entire year that will be $ 150.00, per worshiper.  So far the church has pledge or given a little less than 

half of the $8,000 needed for one well and we have collected already close to $ 3,100 for this project. 

Pray what you can do about getting water to the people in the Congo who desperately need this water 

and see if you are willing to go that extra mile to give some living water to them.  Please make checks out 

to the church and place living water in the note line.
